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I . Shukutoku University Intensive Japanese Language
Program Information

1. Overview of Shukutoku University

Shukutoku University has campuses in Tokyo, Chiba, and Saitama and offers a wide selection of
academic disciplines to study across its seven Colleges and 13 Schools. At the Intensive Japanese
Language Program, students can acquire fundamental knowledge and skills for pursuing their
studies in Japan while understanding Shukutoku’s founding principle of Rita Kyousei, which means

“be made alive by others, make others alike, and live together” in English.

2. Overview of the Intensive Japanese Language Program

The Intensive Japanese Language Program is a program for learning the Japanese language and
culture in a span of 1 to 1.5 years. The curriculum consists of Japanese language courses that enhance
students’ Japanese proficiency in terms of their overall command of the language, grammar,
vocabulary, and colloquial expression; Japanese affairs courses for building essential knowledge on
the Japanese culture and living in Japan; University foundation courses for acquiring basic knowledge on
what will be taught in University courses; and practical courses that provide immersive learning

experience of the Japanese culture and history in the field.

(1) Features
@ In the language courses, students are placed into different classes depending on their current

levels of Japanese proficiency.

@ Students learn how to write essays and reports properly in preparation for their enrollment at
the University.

® In the University seminars and Japanese affairs courses, students have opportunities to learn
about the Japanese culture and way of living.

@ Students have the same full access to all on-campus facilities (libraries, computer centers, etc.)

as do Shukutoku University students.

(2) Enrollment schedule
Students may enroll in the Program in April (study completion in one year) or October (study

completion in 1.5 years).

1. Number of open slots for incoming students
Intensive Japanese Language Program April enrollment (one year) : 20 students

Intensive Japanese Language Program October enrollment (1.5 years) : 40 students

2. Eligibility requirements for application
An eligible applicant meets the following requirements.
(1) an individual that is of a foreign nationality
(2) an individual that meets any of the requirements as specified in @ through @ below.

@ an individual that has completed a standard 12-year school education in a foreign country or
is expected to have completed it by the month right before the time of enrollment in the

Program

@ an individual that has passed the national or equivalent examination in a foreign country,
certifying that the individual has academic capacity comparable or superior to that of an
individual that has completed a standard 12-year school education in the country.

® an individual that has studied the Japanese language for one year or longer (300 hours or
longer) as of the time of application or has Japanese proficiency equivalent or superior to
Level N4 of the Japanese Language Proficiency Test.

* In principle, any individual that will have been enrolled at another Japanese language education
program in Japan for over one year as of the Intensive Japanese Language Program enrollment

date is not eligible to apply.

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4. Application documents
(Application preparation guidelines)

Each applicant must download Forms A, B, C, D, and E from the University website and fill
them out itself.
Use of documents that are not the specified Forms will not be accepted.

e Each applicant must fill out the Forms, etc. all by itself.

e Each document that is written in a foreign language must be accompanied by a Japanese
translation (original copy) that is issued by a public institution or a translation company, etc.

e Each Japanese translation issued by a previously attended school or Japanese language program
must bear its official seal.

e All photocopies must be made on A4 size paper.

@ Application (Forms A, B, and C)

@ Certificate of graduation (completion) issued by the last school attended (original copy) and
photocopy of the diploma: 1 copy each

(® Transcript issued by the last school attended (original copy): 1 copy

@ Photo (4cm X 3cm, front upper body view, no head garment or background): 4 photos
Each applicant must write its name on the back of the photos, attach one to the application, and
put the remaining three in the envelope for submission.

(® Photocopy of passport: 1 photo
Each applicant must make a photocopy of the pages from its passport indicating its name, date
of birth, passport number, facial photo, and date of expiry for submission.

® Proof of application fee payment
Submit a document that proves that the application fee has duly been paid (photocopy
acceptable).

@ Official document certifying Japanese proficiency: 1 copy (or 1 copy each if there are more than
one certificate)
Submit a certificate of proficiency issued by the Japanese Language Proficiency Test (JLPT), the
J.TEST, etc.

Financial sponsorship form (Form D)
Each applicant’s financial sponsor must fill out the form and place its registered seal.

©® Medical examination report (Form E)
Each applicant must bring the Form to a medical institution and have it filled out for
submission.

@ Bank certificate: 1 original copy

Submit an official certificate showing your most recent savings account balance for submission.
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O The following documents must be submitted by the applicants to whom the submission
requirements apply.

® Record of enrollment at a Japanese language program (proof of attendance, transcript, etc.): 1 copy
*Each applicant that is or was enrolled at a Japanese language program must submit this item.

® Photocopy of residence card or special permanent resident certificate: 1 copy
*Each applicant that is currently residing in Japan must submit a photocopy of the front and back
of its residence card or an original copy of its special permanent resident certificate.

® Resident record: 1 copy
*Each applicant that is currently residing in Japan must submit its resident record, indicating its
eligibility to stay in Japan and for how long but not its Individual Number (My Number), which
must be issued within three months of the time of application.

e Certificate of employment: 1 copy
*Each applicant that is currently employed in Japan must submit this item.

* Applicants may receive a request to submit other documents besides the ones specified above.
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5. Application method
Please submit your application by postal mail using the method as specified below. Make sure that
all application documents are delivered to the University by the last day of the application period.

e [f applying from within Japan: Submit your application by registered express mail.

e If applying from outside Japan: Submit your application by EMS (Express Mail Service) or another

international courier service that is the most reliable and fast mailing option available.
